2 Peter 16 We did not follow cleverly invented stories when we told you
about the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but_ we were
eyewitnesses of his majesty.

Acts 2:32 (Peter’s first sermon) God has raised this Jesus to life, and we are
all witnesses of the fact.

Acts 10:39-41 (The disciples ate with the resurrected Jesus)

"We are witnesses of everything he did in the country of the Jews and in
Jerusalem. They killed him by hanging him on a tree, but God raised him
from the dead on the third day and caused him to be seen. He was not seen
by all the people, but by witnesses whom God had already chosen-by us who
ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead.

1 Corinthians 15:3-8 (Paul) For what I received I passed on to you as of first
importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, that he
was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures,
and that he appeared to Peter, and then to the twelve. After that, he appeared
to more than five hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of whom
are still living, though some have fallen asleep. Then he appeared to James,
then to all the apostles, and last of all he appeared to me also...
